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nterview with John Surridg

The questions are al in bold italics and
John’s answers in normal type.

1. What are the major differences be-
tween Seventh-day Adventists and
other denominations?

There are differences of course and |
will mention some of them in a minute.
But Christians have so much in common
that we really ought to talk about
those things first. Now, when we com-
pare different Christian beliefs we
have to recognise that all Christian de-
nominations differ in some areas -
that's why we have different denomina-
tions. However there is a core set of
beliefs that makes us all Christians and
you will find that Seventh-day
Adventists share those beliefs with all
other Christians. Here are some
examples of beliefs that we share with
most other Christian denominations:

»  TheHoly Trinity - Seventh-day Ad-
ventists accept the traditional
position, of three equal persons in
the one Godhead. We believe in the
Virgin birth and that Jesus was fully
God and fully man. It is a paradox
that most Christians have to face up
to.

» The Holy Scriptures - Seventh-day
Adventists accept the Bible from
Genesis to Revelation as the in-
spired Word of God. They do not
accept verbal inspiration - it is the
meaning rather than the actual
words or letters, that is inspired.

* The Cross - Seventh-day Adventists
accept that the cross was the full and
compl ete sacrifice for sin.

However, some of our beliefs are not
shared by all Christians. For example:

* We believe that God has given us
free will - we do not accept
predestination.

* We believe that those who have
died remain asleep until the
Second Coming. If the dead are un-
conscious then obvioudly we cannot
accept spiritualism and many New
Age béliefs.

Communiecati

 Wealso believe strongly that Jesus
will return to this earth in the near
future.

But the belief which makes us realy
stand out, though it is not the most
important part of our faith, is our belief
that Saturday is the Sabbath. We be-
lieve that God gave us the seventh-day
Sabbath when He first created the
world. He put a special blessing on that
particular day and we can still
benefit from that blessing today. Thisis
why you will find that Seventh-day Ad-
ventistsal over the world attend church
on a Saturday and do their best to keep
it special.

2. Do all Seventh-day Adventists
preach the gospel of salvation by
grace?

Absolutely, yes. Along with most other
Christians, we believe in salvation
only by grace through faith. Perhaps in
the past we have not emphasised
this enough as we may have spent too
much time trying to defend our belief
in the Sabbath for example. But if you
look closely at Seventh-day Adventist
doctrines, you will find that they all
revolve around the grace of Jesus and
His gift of salvation to the world.

3. As in other denominations, would
you feel that you have a number of
memberswho are not born again?

Unfortunately, yes. | think it was Au-
gustine who first talked about the
visble and the invisible church. We
cannot tell who is truly born again and
who is not - only the Lord knows what
is in every individua's heart. Having
said that, we do try to make sure that
people are only baptised into our
Church when they have fully accepted
Jesus as their personal Saviour and
fully understand what it means to be a
Christian. Even after they are baptised,
we encourage all our members to keep
studying and growing in faith.

4. In your publication 'Seventh-Day
Adventists Believe,' we read on page
237, " Obedienceto the law, astherule
of life, is vital to our salvation." This
leads usto believe that our salvation is
not entirely by grace if obedience to

not entirely by grace if obedience to
the law is vital. Could you explain
this?

TheBibleisabsolutely clear that we are
only saved by the grace of Jesus. If we
have faith in Him and accept His sacri-
fice for us, we will be saved. Thelaw is
a set of moral guidelines, designed to
point out where we are in
our relationship to God and our fellow
men. Its main function is to give us
a knowledge of sin (Romans 3:20) and
remind us that there are divine rules of
conduct by which the universe is gov-
erned. A person may get "saved" during
a revival meeting or something similar,
but after awhilethey start asking, "what
now?" The law gives us an idea of the
kind of life God wants us to live after
we are saved. It can be seen as a long-
term blueprint for a happy and fulfilled
life. Paul saysin Ephesians 2:8 that we
have been saved by grace through faith,
but he goes on to say that we are "God's
workmanship, created in Christ Jesusto
do good works, which God prepared
in advance for usto do."

5. It is often said that Seventh-Day
Adventists believe that Satan plays a
part in salvation. Surely if heisto take
sin away from the sanctuary to the
lake of fire they have a point? How do
you respond to this?

This suggestion has come about from
the belief that on the Day of Atonement
the Azazel goat had sins laid upon it
and was sent into the wilderness. But
in no sense is that goat a 'sin-bearer'.
The Day of Atonement is a symbol
of the last judgement when Satan,
Hades and death are cast into the lake
of fire. The most important part of the
Day of Atonement was when the Lord's
goat was sacrificed for sin, thus putting
things right between God and His
people. Only when the atonement was
complete (Leviticus 16:16-19) did
Azazel enter the picture. | think that the
scapegoat was simply an indication that
the devil would eventually be faced
with the consequences of his action,
when sin and sinners will be no more.
For most Seventh-day Adventists the
identification of Azazel is an obscure
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side issue. Whatever the truth of the
matter we certainly do not accept that
Satan is in any sense involved in our
salvation.

6. We read further, in the above book
that celebrating the Sabbath on
a Sunday " had its origins in 'the mys-
tery of lawlessness." We are further
told that all churches that continue to
worship on Sunday will "eventually
receive the mark of the beast." Surely,
this terminology is saying that all
other churches are under Satan's in-
fluence and the Seventh-Day Adven-
tists are the only one serving the true
Lord?

Seventh-day Adventists believe that the
fourth commandment is just as
important as the other nine and that God
actually wants the people that He
has saved to worship on a Saturday.
Obviously many other Christians do not
see this in quite the same way as we do,
but we believe that some time in
the future the Sabbath versus Sunday
question will become a key issue in
Chrigtianity. When it does then Chris-
tians will have to make a choice as to
which side they are on. It is this deci-
sion, choosing to obey God or not to
obey Him that we think will eventually
determine who has the 'mark of the
beast. We don't claim to have reached
that time yet and we certainly would
not say that any truly born again Chris-
tian who is currently worshipping on
a Sunday has the 'mark of the beast' or is
under Satan's influence. However,
we would ask our fellow Christians to
think about the question of the
Sabbath. We have done alot of research
on the subject and we are quite happy
to discussit with anyone.

7. Many people use the phrase
"Investigative Judgement" when talk-
ing about Seventh-Day Adventists;
please can you explain what thisis?

Probably because we have always had a
healthy interest in Christ's Second
Coming we have done some detailed
studies of the events connected with His
return. Revelation 22:12 suggests that
the rewards have already been
decided before the Second Advent,
when Jesus comes as King. Even in the
Old Testament Daniel 7:9-14 pictures a
judgement scene, which precedes the
Advent. So obviously some kind of in-
vestigation and decision-making process
takes place before Jesus actually returns.

We get extra detals from the
rituals and symbolism of the Old Testa-
ment sanctuary. Here we see the
priests working every day in the outer
court and the Holy place. However,
once every year, there was the special
day of judgement, known as the Day
of Atonement. We believe the Jewish
sacrificial year was an illustration of
God's plan of salvation and that the
equivalent of the Day of Atonement has
aready begun. Thus we believe that Je-
sus, our High Priest, is now involved
in afinal judgement phase, the results of
which will be seen when He comes
again.

8. We received a letter stating that a
member of an SDA Church in the
West Midlands told a Christian that
Jesus is Michael the archangel. s this
an official teaching of the SDA Church
today, or isit something that they once
taught and have now abandoned, with
just a few till hanging on toit?

| have to admit that thisis not something
that | have heard much about.
However, having looked it up | can tell
you that apparently the Church
discussed thisissue some forty years ago
and concluded that the precise
identification of Michael was not impor-
tant enough to dwell on at length.
(Questions on Doctrine, p.71). The rea-
soning behind identifying Jesus with
Michael probably comes from 1 Thessa-
lonians 4:16 where the voice of the
archangel awakens the dead, and John
5:28 where Jesus said that He would
arouse the dead.

The name Michael is aways used in an
apocalyptic context and | do not think
that identifying Michael with Christ in
any way implies that the Lord Jesus
isless than fully divine. He is co-eternal
and co-equa with the Father.
Seven times He referred to Himself in
the fourth gospel as | AM, a clear
indication that He is God and not just an
angel. The very expression
"arch-angel" implies someone over or
above the angels.

9. Are there differences between the
beliefs of Seventh-day Adventists
in the USA and Britain/Europe?

Yes, but only superficially. Around the
world Seventh-day Adventists tend
to have a different "flavour" depending
on the religious and social makeup
of the host country. | think that this is
probably true of al Churches,

but with Seventh-day Adventists spread
so widely around the world it is
inevitable. The things that differ tend to
be connected with worship style
rather than with beliefs though there are
minor  regional differences in
beliefs as well. Just what these differ-
ences are is hard to say. | am sure
someone is writing a doctoral disserta
tion on the subject at the moment!
From my own experience | feel that, for
example, Adventists from former
Soviet block countries tend to put more
emphasis on rules and standards of
behaviour, and American Adventists like
to emphasise the historical roots
of Adventism (which of course started in
America). These are just
generalisations of course - there may be
just as many differences between
two churches in London as between two
churches in different countries.
Having said al this, there is a remark-
able unity among Seventh-day
Adventists. You can visit a church in
Ghana or a church in Scotland and
still know that you are worshipping with
fellow Seventh-day Adventists.

10. Do you till believe that Ellen White
was a prophetess?

Y es, though she never claimed that title.
She preferred to describe herself
as God's messenger, or servant, but in
today's language, we would say that
she had the spiritual gift of prophecy.
Ellen White used this gift from
1844, when shewas just 17, to 1915, the
year of her death. We believe that
the main purpose of her spiritual gift was
to build up the Seventh-day
Adventist Church in its early stages.
However some of her books, such as
Desire of Ages, were written for the
general public, and her work on
healthy living (most of which seems
commonplace today) was startling in its
time.

11. Are all theteachings of Ellen White
accepted as Biblical today?

No, we have never considered Ellen
White's writings to be the same as the
scriptures. The Bible and the Bible alone
is our standard. Ellen White saw
a major part of her work as leading
people to read the Bible and helping
them to understand it. Her writings are
not in any way a substitute for
scripture but many Seventh-day Adven

The potential benefits of Feng Shui are
said to include the following.

Better sleep - Selling a home - Increased
motivation - Improved health - Good
start to a new career - Growing business
- Getting a job - Move active sex life -

relaxation at home - More stimulating
social life - Becoming pregnant- Feeling
morein control.

After reading that list | would imagine
most people would want to know more,
although | would think it is not every
mans dream to become pregnant!

Have you noticed in bookshops recently
there has been a great influx of Feng
Shui books. One very well known chain
of bookstores even recommends you use
it to promote health, wealth and happi-
ness. Simon Brown informs us in one of
his many books on Feng Shui that Boy
George, Orange Mobile phones, British
Airways and the Body Shop have all
used Feng Shui consultants.

Many national newspapers and maga-
zines have had articles about Feng Shui,
all of them promoting it in a positive
way. The media would have you believe
that it is ssimply a matter of changing
your furniture around, adding a vase of
flowers here and there, or hanging a
crystal in your window. However, it isso
much more complex than that.

To prove that there is even evening
classes in Feng Shui at your local col-
leges. So, when something is promoted
and recommended like that you tend to
believe that it is good.

WHAT' S | T ALL ABQUT

So let us examine what Feng Shui
(pronounced Fung Shoy) is all about and
decide for ourselves if we should be
getting involved in this latest fad.

Unlike other feel-good doctrines, this
one is complicated and complex, so |
will do my best to explainit as simply as
possible. Feng Shui originated in China
over 4,000 yearsago it isonly in the last
century that it was imported over here.

Chinese medicine and philosophy, the
origins of Feng Shui, are based on the
principles of yin or yang, which both
describe everything around us and how it

effectsus. Yinisnegative, feminine and
dark, Yang is positive, masculine and
light. The balance of these two must be
right to bring about harmony of the
body, mind and spirit and harmony with
the forces of nature.

Chinese philosophy also believes that
there isa subtle flow of electromagnetic
energy through our body in much the
same way as our blood. The Chinese
call this energy chi and regard it as one
of the foremost important aspects of
Chinese herbal medicine. When the chi
flows well there is harmony and bal-
ance but when it stagnatesit isthe cause
of many illnesses. We cannot see,
touch, taste, hear or feel chi but we are
aware of its effect; some would liken it
to the wind. When we die the living chi
leaves our body, as chi is the original
breath, which giveslife to the inanimate
body. Any living vegetation will have
its own flow of chi energy. Even while
we are asleep, our bodies emit chi en-
ergy! Chi is expended throughout our
life and the essence of traditional Chi-
nese medicine is to keep the chi as
complete as possible.

I N THE EARTH

Chi energy flows not only through us
but also throughout the earth and
through the solar system and galaxy.
The earth generates a large movement
of chi energy, which flows out and
away from the planet called the earth’s
force. At the same time, the surround-
ing planets radiate energy, which trav-
els toward and into the earth. This en-
ergy is known as heaven's force. So the
movement of chi energy on the surface
of the earth and therefore in our homes
and in our bodies is influenced by the
earth itself and the surrounding planets.
As the position of the earth, sun and
planets changes so does the movement
of chi energy, which in turn affects our
own flow of chi energy.

Now that has been explained we go on
to discover that Feng Shui is the way
that chi flows in and around our
dwellings. It can be seen as a way of
aligning both our dwelling and our-
selves to receive the maximum benefit
of good chi. Just about everything in the
house either stagnates, slows or speeds
the chi energy.

EVERY ROOM

Every room in your house has to be
assessed that it is the right position for
the activity that it is used for. Doors,
windows, stairsand furniture have al to
be in the right position or they could
impede the flow of the chi energy. Ev-
erything surrounding the house has to
be in the right position too. Roads,
water, hills, trees and even shadows of
other buildings. This is only a brief
overview of it. All the books go into
much more extensive detail with just
about everything you would find in
your house, garden and surrounding
area having to be in the right position.

According to Simon Brown, no build-
ing in Hong Kong is built without a
Feng Shui consultant. If you lived in
China and wanted to move house, you
would call in your Feng Shui consul-
tant. They would come to the new
house; take measurements using a spe-
cial compass called a Lo-Pan. They
would also ask for your birth date, place
and exact time of birth so that they
could draw up a detailed 8-point horo-
scope to see if you and your proposed
new dwelling were compatible. Finally,
they would need a detailed account of
all the previous occupants of the house
with a history of their luck, wealth,
health and happiness while they lived in
that house. When they had all that in-
formation they would then be able to
make a full report which would include
such details as:

The Lung Mei (Dragons veins) of chi
energy flowing in and around the build-
ing.

Whether your family would decline or
prosper there.

What changes you need to make to
increase your wealth there or counteract
bad luck.

Whether it was ayin or yang dwelling.

Based on their report you would decide
whether to move there or not. If the
report is unfavourable, there are many
things that you can do to the house to
change the chi energy. These are nu-
merous and range from changing colour
schemes to changing the layout of the
garden. So the underlying premise of
Feng Shui is that everything in your
surroundings down to the smallest de-
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tail of furniture and decor, can either
further your aims or work against you.

CHARTI NG THE RESULT

Having given an idea of what Feng Shui
can do, let uslook at the different charts
that must be used to get the right result.
The key principles have developed over
centuries and there are four different
types of schools of Feng Shui. They are
the ‘Eight Directions’ or ‘Compass
Method'; the ‘ Eight House Method’; the
‘Flying Star School’; and the ‘Form
School’ or ‘Black hat Sect’. Although
they al use the same basic principles, it
does give cause for concern as to why it
should be necessary to have four differ-
ent ones and with such peculiar names!

We then have the five elements, whichis
a chart of chi energy. It is a complex
circle divided into 5 seasons - the extra
one is placed between summer and au-
tumn. They have their own elements,
colours, time of day, and movement of
energy and the numbers which refer to
the Nine Ki numbers of the magic
square. Nine Ki is Feng Shui astrology
in Japan. “Nine” refersto the numbersin
the magic square and “Ki” is the
Japanese word for chi energy.

The magic square was discovered by Fu
Hsi when he saw aturtle climb out of the
River Lo in the year 4,000 BC in China.
The pattern of dots on its shell led Fu
Hsi to discover the pattern of numbers
that has become the basis of Nine Ki
astrology. (No | did not just make that
up, it istrue!) The magic square is simi-
lar to a domino but with an extra square,
so on the top we have four, six and
three, in the middle, we have three, five
and seven and on the bottom row, we
have eight, one and six. The magic
sgquare functions as both a map and a
timetable to chart the movements of chi
energy for each year, month, day and
hour.

Theideaisthat in the year birth, the sun,
the earth, the moon and surrounding
planets exerted their combined influ-
encesin such away that it left an imprint
on each persons chi energy. So therefore
we have a very complex astrology chart
founded by a turtle! With your Nine Ki
number you can discover the type of chi
energy present in your birth year giving
you insight into your character, needs
and aspirations.

Then we have the Eight Directions,
which is another circle, which provides
a sophisticated set of principles for un-

derstanding the way chi energy moves
through the home and immediate envi-
ronment, to affect all areas of life. It is
based on the eight points of the com-
pass and the elements of heaven, thun-
der, water, mountain, lake, fire, earth
and wind relating to each compass
point.

CAN YQU BELIEVE IT

Having read several books on Feng
Shui before writing this article | have
become more incredulous that people
could actually believe it all, the more
that | have read. | will give you some
examples and then give you the benefit
of some common sense solutions.

Flushing toilets changes the chi energy.
Not flushing them makes the house
smell!

Clutter will slow the flow of chi energy.
Not clutter will trip you up!

Placing sea salt in bowls on the floor
helps stabilise the movement of energy.
Will it stabilise your movement when
you trip over them!

Wilting flowers have a negative effect
on chi energy. Wilting flowers are nor-
mally in smelly water and will have a
negative effect on your nose!

Crystals hung in a window can bring in
chi energy from outside into dark and
stagnant corners of your home. Why
not put in lighting and open the win-
dows!

Is your bed in the right position, due
north? Ah that is why | cannot seep at
night! No it is probably the 3 cups of
coffee you have during the evening!

Wind chimes placed in the garden pu-
rify and cleanse chi energy. Wind
chimes in the garden drive the neigh-
bours up the wall!

Joking apart, peoplethat are looking for
some reason why they or their family
are having problems would think of
using this because it involves actively
doing things, changing furniture etc.
Because you have done something it
gives you a sense of helping solve the
problem which is why sometimes prob-
lems are solved.

Also, reading the books gives you an-
swers to all sort of problems that you
never knew you had. Y our imagination
can work overtime and you begin to
focus more on your problems, which
you did not have until you read the
book. Most of the ancient philosophies
like Feng Shui validate themselves by
the fact that they have been in use for

thousands of years. Assuring us because
they have been around for that long that
they are tried and tested so they cannot
be wrong. Mind you so has witchcraft
and that does not make that right!

SHOULD W AV D | T?

Now as to why we should avoid this
latest fad. Like most new age and alter-
native medicine, the underlying princi-
ple is that you are taking control over
your own life. When really Feng Shui is
taking over you and al that entails,
astrology, magic and luck. You can be-
come in bondage to its rituals and ob-
sessed with chi energy being right. You
are actualy letting you life be ruled by
the impersonal energy force chi. They
also speak of getting in touch with or
manipulating the fundamental force of
energy or mind of the universe. So, be-
ware! Thisis dangerous.

Y our are also on the first stepsto getting
involved with astrology. The church Fa
ther, St. Augustine called astrology the
most stupid delusion of mankind! In ad-
dition, despite its widespread welcome
by many intelligent people, astrology
does not stand up to scientific investiga
tion. Today's astrologer does not see the
planets in the same position as his col-
league of 4,000 to 5,000 years ago. No
allowance is made for recently discov-
ered planets.

There is no similarity regarding the fate
and destiny of those born exactly at the
same moment in time at the conjunction
of stars and planets. Indeed, present day
astronomers reject astrology as one of
the greatest frauds of all time.

You reaction to this information may
till be, well it is practical and how can
changing the furniture around etc, harm
me. But it is deeper than that and once
involved in their philosophies you may
find yourself subtly being dragged in
further and further to their whole way of
life.

Theissue of Blood will not belaid to rest
no matter how hard the Jehovah's Wit-
ness Governing Body hope it will go
away. The following is a transcript of an
interview with the Liberal Elder (LE)

R.B. - Now almost all of us know about
Jehovah's Witnesses is that they knock
on the door from time to time and that
they refuse to accept blood transfusions,
sometimes with fatal results. But a dissi-
dent body of Jehovah's Witnesses have
now begun a campaign viathe Internet to
end the religious group's opposition to
transfusions altogether. These rebels in-
sist on remaining anonymous because
they believe that to speak openly would
result in immediate excommunication. |
talked to one of the anonymous dissi-
dents earlier. He calls himself the Liberal
Elder and asked us to disguise hisvoice.

L.E. - Let me start off by saying that
Witness teachings on blood have been in
a state of perpetual change. Most Wit-
nesses and doctors are very unclear
about the Watchtower's current blood
policy since it has been revised so many
times.

R.B. - | mean, what is now allowed? |
gather that transplants are allowed; some
blood products are allowed; but blood
transfusions are not. Isthat the situation?

L.E. - The organ transplant issue came
up in 1967, beginning of 67. That lasted
for 13 years and then was finally
dropped in 1980. Blood transfusions
continue to be banned.

R.B. - The Jehovah's Witnesses have
traditionally quoted Acts 15:28-29 as the
key, believing that Christians must ab-
stain from eating blood and meat of ani-
mals from which the blood has not been
correctly drained. How has that been
used to argue that blood transfusions are
not allowed?

L.E. - The essence of the argument is
that a blood transfusion is in fact the
equivalent of eating blood. So what they
have done now isin effect created a new
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law for Jehovah's Witnesses, saying that
it is wrong to sustain life by means of
blood. That's the expression your con-
sistently hear used in the Watchtower
and by Witnesses. Unfortunately, that
expression cannot be found anywhere
in the Bible; so they have a policy that
is basically an organisational policy,
without Scriptural merit.

R.B. - Do you think people have died
unnecessarily then as a result of this
belief?

L.E. - There is no doubt. We would
estimate about 3 a day so that the fig-
ures we are talking about are perhaps
1,000 Witnesses or more per year.

R.B. - How much support do you and
your colleagues have in this?

L.E. - That's a difficult question to an-
swer since even discussing the subject
has the potential to lead to expulsion
from one's congregation. It is probably
fair to say that the number isin the tens
of thousands and the figure grows every
day.

R.B. - But if you were to come into the
open now and if we were to call you by
your name and so on, expulsion, you
think, would be inevitable, would it?

L.E. - Absolutely.

R.B. - Why is the Watchtower, as you
put it, so opposed to that form of de-
bate? |s there no democracy within the
church?

L.E. — There certainly is not. They be-
lieve that the Governing Body of Jeho-
vah's Witnesses is God's channel for
communicating with Jehovah's Wit-
nesses. It is that simple. Once you ac-
cept that someone speaks for God then
to disagree with that person or, in this
case, that group isto disagree with God.

R.B. - Inthe end, if you cannot get your
way and the Watchtower Society won't
move, would you consider a breakaway
movement, a breakaway church?

L.E. - Me, personally, no, that's not my
intent. They are certainly entitled to
teach whatever they want; they have
that right. Unfortunately for those who

are, like myself, born into the organisa-
tion, who have al their family mem-
bers, al their friends and, in some
cases, even their business associates all
Jehovah's Witnesses, the options are not
very good. So, redly, al that we are
really looking for is the opportunity to
be able to make free choices without, as
they promised to the European Com-
mission on Human Rights, without
sanction or control.

R.B. - And act according to your con-
science?

L.E. - That is correct.

R.B. - Well, with me now is Paul
Gillies, a spokesperson for the Jeho-
vah's Witnessesin the United Kingdom.
Paul, can we deal with the democracy
question first? If you knew who our
previous interviewee, the Liberal Elder
was, would he be excommunicated for
hisviews?

P.G. - Wll, let me say this. His impli-
cation is that we have an automatic
disfellowshiping procedure if some-
body breaks Bible law. That is certainly
misleading and not the case. It does not
emphasise the care that we have for one
another. Because initially when some-
body is a prospective Witness they
study these things in depth right at the
beginning and they think about the
Bible's law on blood. They think about
all the Bible's laws and many Witnesses
will take many months or years to study
these things in advance of putting them-
selves forward as a baptised Witness.

R.B. - Is that a way of saying though
that if he holds the views now, these
views, he would have to leave because
they are wrong in your view?

P.G. - Well, what we are saying is that
people are free to make their own
choices medically and religioudly. If
they stop believing these things that
they formally heard then, of course,
they are free to leave the organisation.
But we have no automatic sanction that
we would institute; our first priority is
to give people spiritual help and care.

R.B. - But if he thinks blood transfu-
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sions are right and your policy iswrong,
are you saying that he should not remain
in your church?

P.G. - Well, let me use an illustration. If
somebody was amember of the Temper-
ance Society and he decided to go out
and drink a pint of beer, then they would
give every evidence that they did not
want to be a member of the Temperance
Saciety.

R.B. - The question here | supposeis, Is
there any scope for democratic debate
among Jehovah Witnesses | mean, you
could argue, you know you've changed
your mind on transplants, couldn't you
change your mind on blood transfu-
sions? Shouldn't there be an open debate
among members?

P.G. - Well, we do encourage open dis-
cussion. In fact; we encourage every
family head to discuss with his family all
the various medical procedures and im-
plications of blood with his family so
that, if a medical situation arises he's
quite clear in his own mind what various
choices he has and what he can do. In
our meetings too we have open discus-
sions. And you mentioned that what
people know about Jehovah's Witnesses
is that they call from house to house.
Now every single member of Jehovah's
Witnesses makes a public defence of
their faith on a day to day basis and,
because thisisthe only thing that people
know about Jehovah's Witnesses, our
stand on blood, you find that Jehovah's
Witnesses are defending this issue every
day.

R.B. - Yes, but if you are so open and so
on, why does this man feel he has to be
anonymous? Why are this group of peo-
ple, significant numbers as far as one
can gather from the Internet, scared of
debating in public? | mean, are they
deluded?

P.G. - That is a very good question. But
is he who he claims to be a Witness?

R.B. - Well, we believe him to be so;
and it is certainly the case and there are
significant numbers of Witnesses who
are communicating on the Internet
anonymously about their reservations
about your policy. So | cannot under-
stand this, on the one hand your cam
rational approach saying, "Let's discuss
these things' and their fear.

P.G. - Well that is a good question. That
is something you really have to put to
him. But we believe that this is really

just mischief making by ex-Witnesses
and ex members of organisations who
do not really represent the views of 6
million people from 232 countries who
have thought about this issue and made
decisions according to what they under-
stand the Bible to teach.

R.B. - Finaly and briefly, you have
changed your mind on transplants. Is it
possible you will ever change your
minds on blood transfusions?

P.G. - Wdll, the difference is that the
Bible does not comment on organ trans-
plants. We have looked through the
Bible and it does not say anything about
it. It is specific with regard to blood.
When Doctor Barnard first performed
the first heart transplant operation, ma-
jor religions - there was an outcry by
them about the procedures and the
ethics of it. So, like everybody else, we
thought about the ethics of organ trans-
plants and now we've settled on a view
that we feel is the right view, but it's
different from blood which has been
consistent from the time of Genesis
right the way through to the first cen-
tury and to today.

R.B.- Paul Gillies thank you very much.
No change on blood transfusions.

Larry King Live! CNN recently broad-
cast an hour-long interview with Gordon
B Hinckley, the Mormon prophet. Al-
though not a Mormon himself Larry
King recently married a Mormon and it
seems clear that the interview was con-
ducted in light of this fact. | mean who
wants to go home and tell his wife
"Honey, | just savaged your prophet on
national TV"? It was a bland interview
spent talking mainly about football and
Bill Clinton but there were some inter-
esting insights. Anyone who has studied
Mormonism over many years will know
that Mormons believe that their prophet
is chosen by revelation. Succession in
the presidency can be a touchy subject
with critics saying that it is cut and dried
and Mormons saying otherwise. This lit-
tle exchange, then, was very interesting:

KING: How do you get to be president?

HINCKLEY: You're appointed a mem-
ber of the counsel of 12 and you out live
everybody else.

Enough said!

Mormon fundamentalism, noted for
promoting polygamy, is in the news in
Utah and when asked to comment
Hinckley distanced himself from it say-
ing "They have no connection with us
whatsoever. We have nothing to do with
it. It's outside the realm of our responsi-
bility." He further stated "There are no
Mormon fundamentalists!" Whilst the
Mormon Church no longer practises
polygamy it certainly does still believe
init. How tragic that they should feel no
weight of responsibility for the confu-
sion caused when early prophets taught
polygamy as a fundamental law of the
gospel, and later prophets buckled under
public pressure and discontinued a fun-
damental Mormon practice. Confusion
that is surely directly responsible for
producing the so-called fundamentalism
that abounds in Utah today.

Other Churches are never criticised by
Mormons, did you know that? Well here
isthe prophet onit:

KING: Youre not saying, leave your
Catholicism.

HINCKLEY : | say thisto other people:
you develop all the good you can. We
have no animosity toward any other
church. We do not oppose other
churches. We never speak negatively of
other churches. We say to people: you
bring all the good that you have, and let
usseeif we can add toit.

Is this a prophet of God speaking? No,
its sixty-five years in public relations
work speaking.

The president of the Edinburgh Scot-
land stake appeared on Channel Five's
Sunday morning programme Do You
Believe In...? In true Mormon style
candour was not the order of theday. In
particular when the issue of the Mor-
mon bar on Negroes holding authority
in the church was raised the question
was asked, Why? Why, until 1978 were
coloured people barred from all but
basic membership? President Stephen
Kerr, a self-declared fourth generation
Mormon, raised in the church and presi-
dent of the Edinburgh stake declared, "I
don’'t know. We don't know. None of
us know. Only God knows." This in
spite of the fact that June this year saw
the issue plastered across the pages of
the London Time and the Los Angeles
Times. This in spite of the fact that the
reasons are fully explained in Mormon
scripture and have been routinely taught
in Mormon publications. President
Kerr, everyone knows why Negroes
were barred. It is because they were
less than valiant in the pre-existence.
It is because they carry the mark of
Cain and are an emblem of Satan on
the earth. And your scriptures and
the writings of your church leaders
still say as much. There! Now you
know. Will you now have the decency
to explain it to Jenny Adamson, your
coloured friend who appeared with
you on the programme and seemed
totally taken in by this claim of igno-
rance?

Songs of Praise recently featured the
Mormon Tabernacle Choir recorded at
the Royal Albert Hall. Introduced by
Harry Secombe, the broadcast was
quite innocuous although many have
complained that a cult has appeared on

a basically Christian programme. | am
afraid this is the shape of things to
come. We have long warned that the
Mormon Church is seeking a place in
the sun with the mainstream churches
and this is simply a sign of their suc-
cess. One commentator has observed
that when we witness to Mormons we
are not simply witnessing to a cult but
to a culture. The Mormon Tabernacle
choir is one very acceptable and power-
ful expression of that culture. It was
interesting hearing them singing truths
that they don’t believe in and thrilling
their audience with them. This is the
acceptable face of Mormonism and, in
a main feature in the October 1998
Ensign magazine the European tour of
which the London concert comprised
was reviewed.

"A company of angels," L'Unita Due,
Rome.

"The Mormon Choir...makes God its
most powerful instrument,” Le Temps,
Geneva.

Such were the responses to what is after
al a magnificent choir. | am reminded
of something John Stewart of Home
Evangelism said about the new Preston
Temple. One non-Mormon visitor said
to him, "you must admit it's a bonny
place". John replied, "Aye, but so is
Loch Ness and that has a monster!"

The Ensign article spoke of the Mor-
mon Hymn, Come, Come, Ye Saints as
the well-known "Mormon Anthem". It
got us thinking. The next time a Mor-
mon challenges you to call the church
by its proper name ask them if they
enjoy the Church of Jesus Christ of
Latter-day Saints anthem as sung by the
Church of Jesus Christ of Latter-day
Saints Tabernacle Choir.

| Have a Question

What is the Adam/God doctrine and
was it realy taught by early church
leaders?

This peculiar teaching from early Mor-
monism is routinely referred to today
by the Mormon Church as the Adam/
God theory as if it is some vague idea
that is easily misunderstood and mali-
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ciously misrepresented by opponents of
the Mormon Church. It was, however, a
doctrine of the church for many years
and taught by more than one " prophet".
The key to understanding this doctrine
isto understand the confusing nature of
Mormonism. A critic can come up with
statements from Mormon leaders that
clearly teach that Adam is God and a
Mormon can come up with statements
that contradict this view from the same,
or similar sources because Mormonism
contains statements that "prove" both
views. To a Mormon there is no contra-
diction, smply alack of understanding
of the finer points of revelation. If they
cannot fully explain apparent contradic-
tions they simply accept "on faith" that
it is only an appearance of confusion
and that there is an explanation some-
where. This blind faith is perhaps the
most important weapon in the Latter-
day Saint's armoury, sadly not men-
tioned in Ephesians 6. A piece of miss-
ing scripture perhaps? The standard
quot used to "prove" that this was Mor-
mon doctrine is the following:

Now hear it, O inhabitants of the
earth, Jew and Gentile, Saint and sin-
ner! When our father Adam came into
the Garden of Eden, he came into it
with a celestial body, and brought Eve,
one of his wives, with him. He helped
to make and organize this world. He is
Michael, the Archangel, the ancient of
days! about whom holy men have writ-
ten and spoken-he is our Father and
our God, and the only God with whom
we have to do. - Brigham Young, Jour-
nal of Discourses, Vol.1, p.51.

The standard response to this charge is
to accuse critics of taking Y oung out of
context:

President Brigham Young is quoted—
in al probability the sermon was erro-
neously transcribed! —as having said:
"Now hear it, O inhabitants of the earth,
Jew and Gentile, saint and sinner!
When our father Adam came into the
Garden of Eden, he came into it with a
celestial body, and brought Eve, one of
his wives, with him. He helped to make
and organize this world. He is Michael,
the Archangel, the Ancient of Days,
about whom holy men have written and
spoken—He is our father and our God,
and the only God with whom we have
to do."

If the enemies of the Church who
quote this wished to be honest, they

could not help seeing that President
Brigham Young definitely declares that
Adam is Michael, the Archangel, the
Ancient of Days, which indicates defi-
nitely that Adam is not Elohim, or the
God whom we worship, who is the
Father of Jesus Christ. - Joseph Fielding
Smith, Doctrines of Salvation, Vol.1,
p.97.

It seems clear enough. One quote is
taken out of context and words are put
into Young's mouth. But is this the
case? Let's look at Adam in Mormon
theology.

“The first man,” Paul declared, "is of
the earth, earthy" (1 Cor. 15:47; D&C
128:14). Adam was the first man on
this earth (Moses 1:34). His mortal
body was created from the "dust” of this
earth or those elements that belong to
this particular planet (Gen. 2:7; Moses
3:7; Alma 42:2; D&C 77:12). Upon his
death, his body returned to the
"ground” from whence it came (Gen.
3:19; Moses 4:25) - Brewster, Hoyt W.
Jr. Doctrine and Covenants Encyclope-
dia. Salt Lake City, Utah: Bookcraft,
1996.

| have learned by experience that there
is but one God that pertains to this
people, and He is the God that pertains
to this earth-the first man. That first
man sent his own Son to redeem the
world, to redeem his brethren; his life
was taken, his blood shed, that our sins
might be remitted. - Journal of Dis-
courses vol.4:1, Prophet Heber C Kim-
ball, June 29, 1856.

Who was the Saviour begotten
by?...Who did beget him? His Father,
and his father is our God, and the
Father of our spirits, and he is the
framer of the body, the God and Father
of our Lord Jesus Christ. Who is he?
He is Father Adam; Michael; the An-
cient of Days. - Brigham Young, Febru-
ary 19, 1854, Brigham Young Collec-
tion, LDS Archives.

So you have the first man being identi-
fied as Adam and, according to Mor-
mon prophet Heber C Kimball, that first
man sending his son to redeem the
world, and Brigham Young clearly
shows Adam to be the Father of the
Saviour, and our God. He aso has no
difficulty identifying the Father of Jesus
and our God with Michael in the same
breath. Therefore Joseph Fielding
Smith's argument that Adam is Michael,

a lesser being and mere "son" of God,
holds no water at al.

Of course, Mormons no longer believe
that Adam is God and Joseph Fielding
Smith is correct in saying that modern
Mormons believe Adam to be Michael,
Jesus Jehovah, and Elohim God the Fa-
ther. However it does not do to read
what Mormons believe today into what
was taught by leaders of previous gener-
ations in an attempt at portraying a con-
sistency that clearly does not exist. This
is dishonest and disguises the inconsis-
tencies that so characterise Mormon
doctrine. The honest approach is to con-
sider what this teaching meant to the
people who first received it. Wilford
Woodruff, later to become the fourth
prophet, wrote:

He [Brigham Young] said that our God
was Father Adam. He was the Father of
the Saviour Jesus Christ - our God was
no more or less than Adam - Wilford
Woodruff Journal, Feb.19,1854.

President Brigham Young...said Adam
was Michael the Archangel and was the
Father of Jesus Christ and was our God.

Wilford ~ Woodruff  Journal,
Dec.16,18609.

So to both Young and those who heard
him Adam was understood to be God the
Father, the person whom modern Mor-
mons identify as Elohim. Such inconsis-
tency leaves the Mormons on the horns
of a dilemma. If Young is correct then
the modern church has strayed from his
teaching and is, effectively, apostate.
If Young was wrong then the early
church, both their prophet who taught
that Adam was God and his followers
who clearly understood and believed
this, were following false teaching. Ei-
ther way the church is bringing confu-
sion and error where it claims to be
bringing light and truth. But this is what
characterises Mormonism.

Remember in the first quote, from the
Encyclopaedia referring to Adam being
made of the dust of this earth? Hereis
Y oung on the same subject:

You may read and believe what you
please as to what is found written in the
Bible. Adam was made from the dust of
an earth, but not from the dust of this
earth. He was made as you and | are
made, and no person was ever made
upon any other principle. - Brigham
Young, April 20, 1856, Journal of Dis

Here we have a perfect description of
the Mormon god who attained godhood
through obedience, resurrection and
eternal progression - and it is Adam.
According to Mormon theology we
lived with God in a pre-existence and
God is the father of our spirits. Accord-
ing to Brigham that "father of our spir-
its' is Adam. But back to dust. Of
which earth's dust was Adam made?

The Book of Mormon, the Bible, the

Doctrine and Covenants and the Pearl
of Great Price all declare that Adam's
body was created from the dust of the
ground, that is, from the dust of this
ground, this earth..We hear a lot of
people talk about Adam passing
through mortality and the resurrection
on another earth and then coming
here to live and die again ... Adam had
not passed through a resurrection
when he was in the Garden of Eden... -
Joseph Fielding Smith (Tenth Church
President), Doctrines of Salvation,
vol.1, pp.90-91.

Again inconsistency is exposed as sub-
sequent prophets contradict earlier
ones, as Mormonism tries to achieve an
apparent consistency by hiding its past.
In rejecting the Adam/God doctrine
they are not simply explaining away a
few possibly badly transcribed, poorly
transmitted, and ill-represented quotes.
They are jettisoning a well developed
doctrine that has Adam as God, a resur-
rected and exalted being, bringing one
of his goddess wives, Eve, to this earth
which he will populate with his spirit
children who will be saved by Adam/
God's first-born son Jesus. All who
would teach such a thing in today's
church risk excommunication. All who
rejected it then risked the same level of
censure. Consider the following from
the pages of an early Mormon publica-
tion, the Millennial Star:

Concerning the item of doctrine al-
luded to by Elder Caffall and others,
viz., that Adam is our Father and God,
| say do not trouble yourselves...If, as
Elder Caffall remarked, there are those
who are waiting at the door of the
Church for this objection to be re-
moved, tell such, the Prophet and
Apostle Brigham Young has declared
it, and it is the word of the Lord. -
Millennial Star, Vol.16, p.534.

Clearly the objection has been re-
moved, the word of the Lord has
changed, and the door of the church is
open even wider to an unsuspecting
public with whom the Mormon hierar-
chy are being less than candid about
early Mormon doctrine.

Christians need to know
about these therapies, rather than take
an ‘it's of the devil’ type of reply with-
out aresearch. | have just finished Aro-
matherapy C&G at my local college. It
was based on the therapeutic effects of
massage and essential oils. The mas-
sage has a physiological effect and the
oils have positive properties for many
problems, from depression to infection.
Within 3 days of me having had a kid-
ney removed and applying lavender oil,
al the bruising between the ribs had
gone completely. | do not believe ev-
erything written about them though.

Qils are usually extracted by steam dis-
tillation - nothing ‘freaky’ or demonic.
A trained therapist then applies oil or
oils. As a Christian, | often pray as |
massage and it often opens to coun-
selling afterwards. In an age of medics
and prescriptions, often without time or
touch, we can offer that intimacy this
individualistic world cries for.

Chrigtians need to stop making puerile
comments about what we do not know,
or that we have heard at some confer-
ence was described as demonic. | have
not had one ‘client’ express anything
but glowing terms for my treatment. My
advice to anyone suffering from stress,
anxiety, headaches and back pain espe-
cidly - find a Christian therapist and
enjoy amore natural way of treatment.

| live close to Furness Abbey, founded
in the middle ages. The monks adminis-
tered spices, herbs and oils to the sick,
because they knew they worked - and
they were God given. Christians should
claim back these well-tried and tested
therapies. Let's be the head and not the
tail. We ought to be on the forefront of
caring therapies. There has been an ele-

ment of ‘New Age’ which has crept into
Aromatherapy, but only because we let
them. | have had many interesting con-
versations about my faith, and al give
positive responses to my constructive
comments in class and break time. -
Gary JMoses

| agree with Gary's letter in many re-
spects. There are many things within
the Alternative Therapies/Complimen-
tary Medicines framework, which need
to be taken note of, such as the need for
relaxation, a listening ear and the bene-
fits of some herbal treatments (and an
awareness of the many dangerous side
effects of prescribed pills).

We will not be able to share the Gospel
with people connected with the New
Age movement by using the glib (and
inaccurate) statement, ‘It is al of the
Devil." That is one reason why | knew |
had to interview practitioners rather
than rely on a seminar or a few books
for information. As | have shown in my
article | have less concern regarding
Aromatherapy than any of the other
AT/CM's | describe, yet | would be
concerned if the practitioner was medi-
tating over me or ‘tuningin.’

Massage is generally acceptable to
Christians and Non Christians alike,
and | have no reason personaly to
doubt the many benefits and even the
therapeutic effects of certain ails. Itisa
shame that alot of practitioners of Aro-
matherapy have a New Agey edge, and
| would like to use one of Gary's state-
ments of caution as good advice: ‘I
don't believe everything written about
them...” | respect Gary's zeal in separat-
ing the ‘good’ from the ‘bad’, (not all
can do this though) and that he used his
presence on the course as an opportu-
nity to witness.

There was a lot of paganism connected
with life generally in medieval times
(including medicine and Christianity).
A lot of superstition has been eradi-
cated as medicines have been refined,
but within this positive process a nega-
tive one has arisen - God was left out of
it, financial profit was often the order of
the day, and the need for a caring,
patient manner is no longer cost effec-
tive?

The idea of a Christian Aromatherapist
(removing false teachings regarding
certain oils and incorporating prayer

and counselling) sounds very positive to
me. | must add though that in many cases
(not al) those who claim to be Chris-
tians are not, and many AT/CM's are
inconsistent with Christianity. For exam-
ple, | would aways be wary of such
things as Acupuncture, Homoeopathy
and Herbalism (to name a few), because
the ‘life force’ is essential to the prac-
tices as they are today.

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NEW AGE BND OF6’S

The bulk of the first part of this articleis
by Andrew Harrison but Doug Harris
has added one or two smaller sections.
After the section ‘Conclusions so far’, |
have then added information about two
specific UFO groups. | believe that it
will become evident as this article devel-
ops that UFO’s are not as innocent as
maybe we thought.

INTRODUCTION

UFO sightings, abductions, superior an-
gelic beings making contact from an-
other dimension . . .

What should Christians make of all this?

The ‘X files and similar T.V. pro-
grammes satisfy an appetite and proba-
bly even increase interest in things extra
terrestrial. Similarly the film and conse-
guent documentary about the Roswell
incident (probably the most quoted
UFO/Alien event) has further met the
commercial need to feed the increasing
number of inquiries regarding aliens.
The number of ‘serious’ UFO magazines
that are available at any major
newsagent further shows this. Each one
of them will usually have listings of
many other groups with smaller circula-
tion lists producing their own UFO in-
formation and newsletter.

Depending on your point of view the
Roswell incident either supports the be-
lief in a cover-up of something very
significant or it increases one's suspi-
cions. However, whatever your point of
view we are still faced with the question:
‘Is there life on other planets? But
maybe the question even more important
is: ‘Do you believe the recorded sight-
ings, abductions and alien contacts are
true, partly true or false? If your re-
sponse is ‘false’ then you can ill an-
swer the original question with a‘yes’ or

no.

DIFFERENT LEVELS

We would be foolish to suggest that all
people interested in UFO’ s had the same
belief and interest. Indeed, there are
some very marked differences between
those who are involved in this field.
There appears in the end to be three
main types who are involved.

First those who just have a feeling that
there might be something out there and

will take an interest in articles etc and
monitor what is happening. There is
probably no serious effect on the life of
such a person but of course, even in-
volvement at that level could cloud de-
cisions on issues concerning God and
the afterlife.

Next you will have those who are aware
that there are potentially occult and su-
pernatural powers involved within the
belief in UFO but will willingly expose
themselves and open their lives up to
the effect it might have.

Thethird group isthose whose lives are
totally dominated by the belief in UFOs
and will spend hours totally wrapped up
in it to the exclusion of amost every-
thing else. To them it will be a way of
life and a way of worship. This will
especially be seen in groups such as the
Atherius Society that we will talk about
later.

DR WOLFE

Dr Michael Wolfe is one who has given
his life to UFOs. In an article, written
by Richard Boylan, in NEXUS, April-
May 1998 heisintroduced as

A high-level scientific/medical specialist
working with military/intelligence
agencies, Dr Michael Wolfe has been
privy to secrets about UFOs and ETSs,
and can now make some of this infor-
mation public. p.47

What is also very interesting when you
consider the spiritual side of this matter
is what Wolfe is quotes as saying fur-
ther onin the article.

We are at a crossroads. The issue is to
give a viable future to our children.’ He
also notes “Humans are beginning to
change, to evolve, and are looking for
spiritual roots. There is more to God
than people get in church.” p.50.

Wolfe admits that there is a spiritual
dimension and it is not what we receive
in church that will lead us into that
spiritual dimension but what we can
learn from the study of UFOs. When
this is considered, what is revealed in
the rest of the article appears even more
amazing.

The article seeks to prove that the
American government has proof of
UFOs and ETs and they want Dr Wolfe

to begin releasing it without letting out
too many secrets. However, there is a
catch in that his bosses have erased
nearly all the records of his past life.
Sounds just like an episode from the * X
Files' but this article is supposed to be
for rea. Such people are taking this
whole matter seriously and this article
gives dates of when and where UFO’s
came into the hands of the American
authorities. If we do not fee we can
belie the evidence revealed at this point
we may not have long to wait because
Wolfe reveals that the last he heard the
authorities would be giving open dis-
closure about the UFO activity some-
where between 2001 and 2005.

WHEN IT STARTED

The first UFO came down in 1941,
into the ocean west of San Diego, and
was retrieved by the navy... A more
famous UFO crash followed in 1947,
northwest of Roswell, New Mexico,
and the craft was retrieved by the Army
Air Corps... The US was in possession
of a Grey alien, dubbed “EBE”
(extraterrestrial biological entity), from
1948 until his death in 1953. - Inside
Revelations on the UFO Cover-up,
Nexus, April-May1998, p.49.

WHAT HAS THE BIBLE
GOT TO SAY?

Unlike any of the animals, human be-
ings are made in the image of God.
Animals are affected by the result of sin
(which entered the world through hu-
mankind) but they do not need to repent
and be saved, as they are not account-
able in the way that we are. The stars
and planets were made to give light to
the earth, and animals were made for
humans. God gave us His beautiful cre-
ation so that we could live in peace,
stability and bountiful supply. It is
God' s desire for usto live in obedience
with Him, but our sin taints everything.
Jesus became a man and was the perfect
sacrifice so that in spite of our sin, we
could be saved.

There are materials and gasses of incal-
culable variety in space; however, there
is no sure knowledge of any living or-
ganism. It is not unreasonable to be-
lieve that such organisms exist out of
our sight, just as so much of God's
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created minerals and gasses are beyond
our vison. We could take this further
and say that animals exist on other plan-
ets, but we must remember that the pri-
mary purpose of animalsis for the bene-
fit of humankind (see Genesis 2:8-9,19-
20). They cannot be our responsibility if
they are thousands of light years away.

The main problem arises when we con-
sider the existence of beings similar to or
more advanced than us. If we are to
believe that they exist then it cannot be
without considering the following:

God would have made these beings in
his own image, like us, and likewise they
too would be marred by sin because only
God himself issinless.

Jesus Christ would have been incarnated
on the other planets at the same time as
ours because He could die only once as
a perfect sacrifice, and in so doing He
fulfilled his purpose throughout the
whole of creation (see Ephesians 1:22-
23 and 4:10).

When Jesus comes back a second time,
He would have to do so for the other
planets at the same time because the
whole universe is going to pass away
(see 2 Peter 3:10; Matthew 24:31,35).

The fact is the Bible is totally silent in
regard to life on other planets any sect or
group that uses the Bible to try to sup-
port the existence of aliens is taking it
way out of context.

SIGNS IN THE HEAV-
ENS

When Jesus spoke of the signs of the end
of the age, He said that the ‘sun will be
darkened, and the moon will not giveit's
light; the stars will fall from the sky, and
the heavenly bodies will be shaken’
(Matthew 24:29). The passage in Acts
2:19-21 (quoting the book of Joel)
speaks of ‘wonders in the heaven above’
which appears to comprise of affects
upon the sun and moon prior to Jesus
return. The signs on the earth below
probably comprise of the ‘blood, fire
and billows of smoke.’

Wonders in the heavens took place hun-
dreds of years before this (of which the
Jews were well aware) such as total
darkness in the days of Israel’s bondage
in Egypt; God's angels appearing in the
sky, raining fire and brimstone on
Sodom and Gomorrah; a star supernatu-
raly appearing in the sky to lead the
Magi to where Jesus was born; a day
extending in length at the request of the
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likes of Joshua. All these events led
people closer to the sincere, smple de-
votion befitting God's people in their
relationship with Him aone. At the end
of time, as we have already seen, similar
heavenly signs will occur but in greater
intensity.

The Devil cashesin on al this and tries
to distort it to bring confusion and disbe-
lief in the Bible and it's warnings about
being led into a false understanding of
who Jesus redlly is. The Bible predicts
these things in such passages as 2 Thes-
salonians 2:9-12, which speaks of a man
nicknamed ‘man of lawlessness per-
forming counterfeit miracles. By coun-
terfeit, it does not mean ‘tricks or
‘illusions’, but a copy of God'’s original.
Unfortunately, all counterfeits of God's
power are deceptions to lead you away
from a sincere devotion to Jesus (see
Mark 13:22).

We see in Matthew 24 that there will be
many more false Christs and false
prophets. Thisiswhy Jesuswarned usin
advance and assured us that the whole
earth will see Jesus descend (Matthew
24:30; Revelation 1:7). If Jesus warned
us so clearly about these things, why
does Satan do the obvious? The answer
issimply that he keeps getting away with
it.
We can see from all this that the enemy
(Satan) is well experienced in using
heavenly signs to achieve his own ends,
and we cannot ignore this when we con-
sider flying saucers. Although God is
sovereignly in control of the whole uni-
verse, Satan specialises in things to do
with our atmosphere since he is the
‘ruler of the kingdom of the air’
(Ephesians 2:2).

Introduction

This paper is written from a Christian
point of view to see whether Oddfellows
are compatible with Christianity. We
will be centred on the Manchester Unity
group of Oddfellows, though there are
others namely: Grand United Order, Na-
tional Independent Order and Notting-
ham Oddfellows.

The origin of al of these factions is
similar or connected. These groups are
closely related to Freemasonry, though
different in some important respects. All
of them have been called, “poor man's
masonry.”

We will look at five points:

1. Formation & History.

2. Religion & Oddfellowship.

3. Rituals, passwords & secrecy.
4. Christian compatibility.

5. Conclusion.

Formation & History

Trade guilds were formed to protect and
look after members of its particular trade
by making sure working conditions were
up to the required standard and wages
were reasonable and it is from these we
get today’ s Trade Unions. Men of partic-
ular trade would form together, socialise
together and when necessary help each
other out.

Oddfellows acquired their name as a
group of tradesmen not in any recog-
nised guild. The earliest mention of
Oddfellows was in the Encyclopaedia
Britannica by Daniel Defoe, he wrote of
the oldest lodge name being handed
down as being 'Loya Aristarcus No.9.'
This lodge met in one of three public
houses,' as the noble master may direct.'
The fact that it is lodge No.9 means
there were others which have not sur-
vived and therefore the order may be
quite abit older than the 1745 date given
to 'Loyal Aristarcus.’

The Oddfellows of today can trace their
history to the union or London order
formed in ¢.1779.This was an amalga
mation of two earlier orders, Ancient
and Patriotic. These two groups were of
a political motivation, one Tory, the
other Whig, but upon the merger, poli-

tics faded and benevolence grew. The
origina home of the Order is where
Aldwych in London is today. But with-
out exception all of the modern Oddfel-
lows headquarters are in the north of
England.

The main benefit of 'Oddfellowship’ in
its beginnings was the 'travelling relief.'
A man looking for work would take his
travelling card and a password and
would be able to find somewhere to
stay and this would be paid for, his card
would be stamped and then he would
move on. He would only be able to stay
in one place for one day if he could not
find work. 1810-1812 was a turning
point in the history of the Oddfellows as
factions arose and caused splits and-
new orders were formed.

Nottingham Oddfellows & Grand
United Order established themselvesin
this period, whilst the Manchester Unity
found life difficult and did not name a
Grand Master, William Armit until
1821. The Nottingham Oddfellows
fared better because of the man who
organised them was committed to mak-
ing it a success. Joseph Shaw was a
Unitarian teacher who disliked auto-
cratic rule and his goalswere clear from
the beginning when he said:

“1 started the order with the object of
making men wiser and better.” and, “I
consider education to be the foundation
of Oddfellowship.”

A library was set up and individua
lodges organised lectures on scientific,
religious and political subjects. It was
decided that the first objective of
friendly societies was, "...the relief or
maintenance of members husbands,
wives, children etc."

There is an interesting anomaly when it
comes to the first lodge abroad. In the
Manchester Unity 175 years booklet
they state that the first lodge overseas
was in Baltimore in 1817 by members
who emigrated. Macoys Masonic dic-
tionary, it states that the first lodge was
formed in Connecticut in 1799! As the
masons are inveterate record keepers
and the Oddfellows are not, | am in-
clined to believe the masons, though
you would have thought that the Odd-

fellows would know their own history.

Freemasonry has its influence in the
motto of the order, Friendship, Love &
Truth; this is very similar to the Ma
sonic motto. The Oddfellows have a
strong support in Australia and New
Zedland, which was probably shipped
there by members emigrating. In the
UK, the membership is around 100,000,
with a similar figure for the Order in
Australasia

The Manchester Unity Oddfellow
house was opened in November 1967 to
cope with the insurance side of the
society. All friendly societies have a
system of benefitsto members based on
insurance. To a certain degree, it istrue
that the Friendly societies are in de-
cline, but they still have a strong base
with which to start should a reviva of
interest in societies begin.

Religion & Oddfellowship

The Manchester Unity Oddfellows pro-
duced a booklet to celebrate their 175th
anniversary and according to them:

The society would like to cultivate
friendship and brotherhood amongst
all people of all denominations, irre-
spective of creed or politics.

This appears to be a laudable and in-
nocuous statement, but it has the same
philosophy behind it as Freemasonry,
that al can worship the same God, no
matter what religion one belongs to.

A man named Grosh wrote a manual for
Oddfellows and he put it like this:

Followers of different teachers, Ye are
worshippers of one God, Who is Father
of all and therefore ye are brethren.

There would seem to be a contradiction
between these statements and the fact
that religion and politics are not to be
mentioned. In case we are not con-
vinced of thereligious overtones, Grosh
makes it crystal clear on page 39 of his
manual, when he says emphatically,
'Religious instruction is given.” What
kind of instruction we will see later.

Worship is another cause of conflict
between secret societies and the Chris-
tian church. The Christians worship
God the Father, Jesus the Son and The
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Holy Spirit, in other words the trinity
based upon biblical truth. Do the Odd-
fellows worship? Grosh again supplies
the answer; 'We use forms of worship.'
But who or what do they worship?

It can only be the pantheistic god - all
gods together in one place, but with the
added twist (like the masons) of having
only one god!

It is so confusing that most members do
not bother to see whether it is compati-
ble with their belief. Christ is purposely
left out, so that all may unite in prayer,
this is because Christ said he was the
only way and through no other could
you come to God. If more were needed
to show the universalism of Oddfellow-
ship, surely thisisit:

Judaism, Christianity & Moham-
madism recognise the only living & true
god.

Judaism and Mohammadism do not
recoghise Jesus Christ as God's son and
therefore are hardly compatible.

Ritual, Passwords
and Secrecy

Quatour Coranati Lodge N0.2076 is a
Masonic |odge dedicated to research and
each year publish a journa of papers
written by some of the best-known ma-
sons. In their journal, called Ars Qua-
tour Coronatorum, there have been one
or two articles, which have mentioned
the relationship of masonry to other so-
cieties. One such article can be found in
A.Q.C. volume 100 for the year 1987. It
is written by Andy Durr and titled
'Ritual of Association and Common
People's Organisations; it is well written
and researched and shows the links and
common threads between several, if not
all societies.

Durr shows where the Oddfellows are
coming from:

The Oddfellows have more in common
with the masons than with the county
or village friendly society.

It will not therefore surprise us to find
other Masonic influences or similarities.
The Oddfellows produce a number of
factsheets, most of which are turgid in
style and subject matter, however there
are one or two of interest to us here.
Factsheet 17.b suggests:

Without a ceremonial we might be just
another commercial undertaking.

A member does not have to take part in
the ritual side of Oddfellowship, but this

limits how far the member can go
within the organisation they belong to
and pay their fees to. Factsheet 17a
shows what the ritual has in store
should the member take that path:

Ritual teaches a code of practice and
gives guidance to members on the stan-
dards expected of them.

The ritual includes an initiation cere-
mony, different degrees or levels, signs,
handgrips and passwords. No one de-
gree completes the teaching; each one
is another step towards the...light!

The emblem of the order is a convo-
luted image of different symbols and
meanings.

There are three women, Faith, Hope &
Charity; they symbolise the hopes and
aims of the order; a granite block for
durability; horn of plenty and adove for
peace and reconciliation. The motto is
in Latin, 'Amicitia Amor et Veritas-
Friendship, Love and Truth. The motto
also hasashield in four parts:

a) Hour Glass- Time
b) Cross Keys - Knowledge & Security
¢) Beehive - Industry

d) Lamb & Flag - Sacrifice & Inno-
cence

The whole emblem is watched over by
an all Seeing Eye, which is common to
nearly all secret societies. All these
symbolswill appear in someformin the
ritual and understanding of the order.
The three links has an obscure origin,
but it is likely to have been connected
to either the chains in the initiation
ritual or is a symbol of being joined
together. It is the symbol used most
often to symbolise the order, similar to
the way masons use a square and com-
pass.

The honours or greeting is asign given
x3, an extended hand, hand over heart,
handclasp. These are the basic signs
and symbol for the Oddfellow but what
of theritual itself?

Initiation
The candidate will be brought into the
lodge, hoodwinked and led by a guard;
the candidate will know that others are
there in silence; when the hoodwink is
finally removed, the first sight that
greets them will be the emblem of

death-a kind of painting with the motto
- 'Remember thy End.'

The initiate is asked, 'What do you
make of the emblem? They reply, 'as a
guard upon my lips-like unto it be as

silent as the grave: Recollecting that the
day will come when the secrets of all our
hearts will be laid open.'

The emblem of death is an unsubtle
warning, reveal the secrets and this will
happen to you. The candidate is chained
around the neck and with a dagger
against the breast is told that if they
should prove false and betray the secrets
of the order, it would be agrim end.

The candidate is then asked, 'What do
you most desire.' Answer: ‘Light.' Thisis
remarkably similar to the ritual for an
entered apprentice in Freemasonry. The
degrees are;

Initiation White degree
Blue degree Scarlet degree
Gold degree

Past Elective Secretarys degree
Past Vice Grands degree

Past Noble Grands degree

Qualification for Unity & District Offi-
cers Annual Conference

Deputies for membership of a lodge of
Provincial Past Grands

Past Provincial GM's degree
GM's degree

The Christian is warned to test every-
thing and hold onto the good (1
Thess.5:21) and so it is important to see
if itis compatible with Christianity. A

Christian Compatibility

secret society is by definition operating
on at least abasic level of deception and
this is best shown by asking them a
question about their ritual, no matter
how direct you are they are forbidden to
answer you even though you may be
looking for 'light.'

This means that they are prepared to
keep people in the dark, even though
they think they have truth which out-
siders don't have. Supposedly this truth
is of some benefit and so why don’t they
pass it on? The Christians believe that
they have truth; the difference is that
they are willing to passit on.

The pocket history of Freemasonry says
that being an Oddfellow in no way con-
flicts with the interests of masonry, for
the Christian this alone should start the
alarm bellsringing.
There is an inherent syncretistic feel to
Oddfellowship, al religions joining un-
der one roof to worship the same god.
But it is not possible with any integrity

| have heard the argument that because
we make a profit we should pay. The
fact is we do not make a profit as the
records for our sales over the years will
show. It could be argued that speakers
and other helpers ‘make a profit’ as they
rightfully receive remuneration and yet
they do not have to pay for a site pass.
Again, why are we the only exception?
We have aready paid for the stand and
our work is to serve those who are at the
week. We do not spend time at the fun
fair and rarely have opportunity to get to
any of the meetings and so why are we
paying the extra just to come on site
walk to the stand and serve?

At no other event does such a charge
apply. If we have paid for the stand it is
automatically accepted that we have the
right to enter the site and carry out our
function.

Oddfellowship is a sizeable organisa-
tion for men and women. They claim as
the masons do, that they lead to ‘light.’

This light is not Jesus, who stated that
he was the light of the world. No oneis
guestioning the attemptsto do good, but
something wholly evil would never be
accepted. A little leaven, leavens the
whole lump, this is the secret societies
and their universalism, be aware and
beware.
